2; RUN CONDUIT AND AC WIRES TO UNIT.

3) A.C. INPUT CONDUIT KNOCKOUTS ARE PROVIDED ON THE SIDE AND THE

HINGED OPTIONAL BACK OF THE CONTAINER OR CORD PLUG CONNECTION USING STRAIN RELIEF

COVER \ roveR cor0 KNOCKOUT. ALTERNATE KNOCKOUTS FOR REMOTE LAMP CONNECTIONS ARE
PROVIDED.

4) UNPACK THE BATTERY AND FILL WITH ELECTROLYTE PER THE INSTRUCTIONS

11) RECORD MODEL NUMBER, SERIAL NUMBER AND INSTALLATION DATE ON THE
TEST SERVICE LOG CARD. PERFORM INITIAL TEST AND RECORD AS
REQUIRED BY THE NATIONAL ELECTRICAL CODE.
